2) Store front (25% of score)
· 0:      no show to event

· 1-3:  minimal front (tent, lawn chairs) 

· 4-6:  on-site assembled front

· 7:     more innovative front  [handouts, food etc that has guest participation]
· 8:     impressive front –unique  [plus the handouts]
· 9:     unique front – noteworthy  [has some action feature and handouts]
· 10:   best front – memorable [handouts, action and a distinguishing feature]
3) Skits (25% of score)

· 0:      no show to event   [score left blank if there wan not skit scheduled]
· 1-3:   minimal props and preparation

· 4-6:   average skit [executed well, some discernable theme, reasonable tasteful]

· 7:      more innovative skit [very good execution, tight theme]
· 8:      impressive, unique, interactive with audience, judges

· 9:      very unique – noteworthy to several judges

· 10:    best skit – memorable, tasteful, audience approval

4) Day-of-Event (25% of score)

· 0:      no show

· 1-3:   minimal attention to judges  [and other participants at cook-off]
· 4-6:  some interaction with judges  [and other participants at cook-off]
· 7:     definite attention to judges   [also made other participants feel welcomed]
· 8:     perks for judges

· 9:     best perks, had fun day of event

· 10:    above plus skit for judges; real fun had by all!
